2. Australian Women’s Championship  (Holder: Alix Verge)

14-17 March at Cammeray, Chatswood, Hunters Hill, Killara, Manly & Warrawee Croquet Clubs.  The format is single life knockout or other format depending on entries.  All matches will be best of 3 games, except the semi-finals & final which will be best of 5 depending on available time & DGrades.  Finals at Chatswood CC.  Subject to entries, an XYZ shall be played at the round of 8.  Losers in the QFs play in the Y event.  Losers of the SFs play in the Z event.  There will be a play-off for 3rd/4th place.
